I've done some research on the Internet and found some interesting Web sites as well as a good deal of information on places that we might want to visit while we are there.

After looking through all of the information available, I think we should focus our attention on the Land Between the Lakes region (see www2.lbl.org).  The Land Between The Lakes is situated in western Kentucky and Tennessee. It is the peninsula of land which extends northwards from Tennessee into Kentucky, created by two artificial lakes. To the west lies Kentucky Lake and to the east lies Lake Barclay. It is a recreational, mainly wooded area.
I propose that we spend some time at Lake Barkley State Park (see www.lakebarkley.org) first, then work our way west.  It appears that state highway 453 (The Trace) might be a good road for some bicycling. The Trace is a scenic, paved road which runs north-south through the Land Between The Lakes and which takes in most if not all of the things to see.

We could also spend some time on Kentucky Lake. It is one of the world's largest man-made lakes, with 2,380 miles of shoreline and 160,000 acres of water!  We could stay at the Kenlake State Park or we could go further north and visit Kentucky Dam and then stay at the Kentucky Dam Village State Park.

Alternately, there are a lot of areas for camping and hiking if you would rather do that than staying at the state parks.
